Preparing for Prep at Home 

 

Please provide regular opportunities 

to practiceé 

 
¶ Independent toileting and personal hygiene  

        eg: hand washing and nose blowing. 

¶ Caring for own belongings and packing own bag. 
Ensure the bag is big enough for everything. 

¶ Opening their water bottle. 

¶ Opening and closing lunchboxes, lids and packets ï 

allow opportunities to practise at home, teach 
ñPinch, pinch, pull!ô, encourage child to have a go 
before asking for help, eg: poppers and straws,  

        yoghurts, sandwich and bar wrappers and then       
        packing containers back into the  lunchbox. 

¶ Social Skills ï these will be encouraged and  

       developed, particularly sharing, turn taking and  
        cooperating.  Children are encouraged to use oral 
       language to explain themselves. 

¶ Whole body listening ï keeping eyes on the teacher,  

         listening ears, legs crossed and hands in lap. 

¶ Respect for adults and peers ï using manners,  

        listening to the adult and doing as he/she asks. 

¶ Putting socks and shoes on. Begin teaching how to 
tie shoe laces eg: Loop, swoop and pull! 

¶ Recognising and writing own name. 

¶ Real life literacy ï recognising letters in the        

environment eg: on lunchbox, signs, food          
productsé
